LITURGICAL CELEBRATIONS
FOrR THE WEEK OF FEBRUARY 14, 2021

Today's first reading is not easy to hear. You may be wonder-
ing why we need to hear about skin diseases on a Sunday.
There is an obvious tie to the Gospel and Jesus’ healing of the
leper. At the time of Moses and Jesus, leprosy was a disease
to be feared because it was contagious and could wipe out a
whole community. The ancient people had no knowledge of
viruses and did not have the medicines we have to treat it.
The best was to isolate a person away from the community.

Just think of how devasting this was. To not be touched, una-
ble to be visited by your family, not able to work, etc. It must
have been worse than the disease. We hear some of the same
things about what a person with COVID goes through and
what the family experiences. What we can notice from the
Gospel is where Jesus was in His day and is in our day. He
touches a man who was not supposed to be touched. At that
moment, He puts Himself in solidarity with all those who are
put on the fringe of society - those who are shunned because
of addiction, a mental health issue, homeless, and/or poor,
etc.

As a community of faith, we always need to ask ourselves how
we reach out to the fringe of society and those ostracized.
Jesus is our model of how we are to be. Maybe we do not
physically touch a person, but a note, a smile, a phone call, or
a promise of prayer acknowledges the dignity of the other
person and that they are worth caring about.

Ash Wednesday

We begin the holy fast of Lent on Wednesday. What a differ-
ent Lent this will be. Even though we will have some opportu-
nities for prayer, fasting and almsgiving this Lent, they will be
very different. By now, you may have received the book pro-
vided to help you to grow in your faith this Lent. My hope is
that this will be a time of deep conversion for all of us and the
Jesus who suffered, died, and rose to free us from sin and
death will touch your heart in a new way.

Some Lenten Practices for the beginning of Lent

1 Prayer: Attend or watch Mass and come by to receive
ashes on Wednesday. Remember, we are returning to an
ancient form of receiving ashes by sprinkling them on
your head. This is well rooted in the Scripture and the
Psalms.

9 Fasting: Remember that Ash Wednesday is a day of
abstinence for all and a day of fast for those between
14 and 59, if they are healthy. Remember that every Fri-
day in Lent is a day of abstinence from which we cannot
hold ourselves lightly excused.

1 Almsgiving: Remember to bring a can of soup on Ash
Wednesday in lieu of the Soup Supper. All will go to
CoNSERNS-U.
